Code Enforcement notes

In addition to what Jim already had noted from his topic bullets prior to the Octobr 21st meeting, here is what I got from the tables:

· Weed abatement is not code enforcement’s department, it falls under fire code and we need to figure a ways to make people aware of this and who to call. Contact info at the fire department needs to be on the website. 

· How do we notify people of code violations in a non-threatening way? Procedure should be made available, not just on the website but other ways as well. 

· How do we notify people who don’t get flyers in the mail that come from the city (such as City lights)?

· Cars on lawns awareness...need to let people know this is a violation.

· How can we educate kids about litter and not tossing things around? What programs can we start?

· How do we notify people of pick up days? Particularly people in apartments?

· (How do we identify who DOESN’T get City lights?)

· How can we approach follow-up to complaints, to notify those who report violations that the situation has been dealt with or not [and why not]?

· How can we bring clean up efforts to the people and not have them take things to a distant location?

· How do we solve the problem of on street long team parking and the “musical chairs” games that people play when told to move their vehicles?

· How can we help people figure out how to sort their items for recycling or trash collection efforts in an effective manner? 

· How can we utilize a cleanup effort?  (how do we best do this—dumpsters? Trucks? Towing? Clean up “party”?)
